WITNESSETH:
The COOPERATOR agrees to:
1. Show the COMMISSION adequate proof of current registration with the Georgia State     Board of Registration for Foresters or be a Certified Wildlife Biologist approved by the State Stewardship Coordinator.
2. Enroll his/her CLIENT in Georgia's Forest Stewardship Program, following application procedures listed in the State Stewardship Plan for the program.
3. Construct a Forest Stewardship Plan for his/her CLIENT according to the standards for such plan construction as established by the COMMISSION.
4. Include all the acreage in the CLIENT'S tract in the recommendations of the Forest Stewardship Plan.
5. Provide the COMMISSION with a digital shapefile of the property, OR provide the COMMISSION with adequate maps, photos, etc. so that the COMMISSION can generate a shape file for a $50 reduction in payment amount. 
6. Provide a copy of the finished plan to the COMMISSION for review and approval by the COMMISSION, the Georgia Department of Natural Resources, Game and Fish Division, the USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service and possibly the University of Georgia Cooperative Extension Service prior to presenting the plan to the CLIENT.
7. Allow the COMMISSION to keep a copy of the plan for its records, which are open to the public for inspection and review.
8. Accompany a COMMISSION representative on an inspection of the tract if the COMMISSION wishes to conduct such inspection.
The COMMISSION agrees to:
1. Facilitate the enrollment of the COOPERATOR’S CLIENT in Georgia’s Forest Stewardship Program.
2. Provide to the COOPERATOR a set of standards for the construction of Forest Stewardship Plans under the Program.
3. Review, along with the Georgia Department of Natural Resources, Game and Fish Division, the USDA Soil Conservation Service and possibly the University of Georgia Cooperative Extension Service the final plan to determine whether program standards have been met and certify the plan as an official Forest Stewardship Plan under Georgia’s Forest Stewardship Program if they have.
4. Notify the COOPERATOR at least 2 weeks in advance if an inspection of his/her CLIENT’S property will be needed.
5. Upon approval of the plan and receipt of the COOPERATOR’S invoice, pay the COOPERATOR the following amount:

New Forest Stewardship Plan:

This plan is for any landowner owning greater than 10 acres of forested land interested in good forest management that has not previously been involved with the Forest Stewardship Program. The plan must be written to fulfill all standards set forth in Georgia’s Stewardship Forests: Standards for Forest Stewardship Plans & Renewals.

Type I Renewal Plan:
If the landowner seeking a plan renewal has the original written plan, the landowner objectives have not changed, and the ownership has not changed, then a renewal plan may need only consist of an executive summary, a new detailed stand map and aerial photo, a new detailed stand description and set of recommendations including any special natural areas and a new detailed summary page of recommended actions. All other components should remain the same and thus not need repeating. This type of plan is compensated at the reduced renewal rate.

Type II Renewal Plan:
If the landowner seeking a plan renewal does not have a copy of the original plan or has otherwise had a change in ownership or objectives, then the renewal plan must contain the entire required plan components listed in Georgia’s Stewardship Forests: Standards for Forest Stewardship Plans & Renewals. This type of plan is compensated at the original contract rate.
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
